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anteriores, sean referentes al De E apud
Delphos como a otras obras plutarqueas.

Aunque la monografia de Tobias Thum
no incluye una edicion del texto, si se
encuentran tratadas algunas cuestiones
textuales, identificables en el index criti-
cus al final del libro. Es recomendable con-
trastar este trabajo critico con la edicion
de Obsieger, pues ambos autores llegan
a menudo a conclusiones distintas, o por
lo menos complementarias, y debido a la
coincidencia en la fecha de publicacion no
se encuentran referencias cruzadas en ellas.

Si Obsieger, debido a la concepcion del
trabajo como edicidn critica y comentario,
nos ofrece una vision que podriamos definir
como microscopica, centrada en los detalles
del texto, Thum en su monografia amplia el
campo de vision sobre el didlogo y lo sitia
en su contexto literario y sociocultural.
Aun partiendo de premisas parecidas, di-
fieren en el hecho que Thum ve en todas la
contribuciones aproximaciones filosoficas
validas al problema, es decir que la E cumple
su valor protréptico en cuanto sirve de esti-
mulo al razonamiento filoséfico, mientras que
Obsieger ve burlada esta propuesta filosofica
y considera el didlogo un divertimento
intelectual que juega con los conocimientos
filosoficos del lector para facilitarle la
identificacion de las inconsistencias en los
argumentos presentados por todos los per-
sonajes sin excepcion.

Ante esta riqueza de aportaciones,
el lector solo puede felicitarse por la
publicacion de estos dos magnificos trabajos
que permiten un avance definitivo en mas de
un aspecto para la comprension del didlogo
De E apud Delphos, asi como del dialogo
plutarqueo en general. Que los autores no
siempre coincidan en sus conclusiones
es una suerte para el estudioso quien, a la
manera del lector de Plutarco, es invitado a
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tomar parte en este didlogo intelectual con
sus propias reflexiones.
